
Mission Waterfront Demonstra  on Project along the Fraser River

SYNOPSIS
The Mission Waterfront DemonstraƟ on Project was 
a joint venture between the Fraser Valley Regional 
District and the District of Mission’s Spirit Square at Jack 
Poole Harbourside Park.  It opened on May 15, 2010 
marking one of the fi rst stages of Mission’s waterfront 
revitalizaƟ on and providing the fi rst new project and 
trail segment for Experience the Fraser in the Fraser 
Valley.

This project Ɵ es together Mission’s riverfront 
promenade and future Experience the Fraser trail 
rouƟ ng, links to downtown Mission, and provides 
spaces for gatherings, events, viewing, seaƟ ng and 
interpretaƟ on.  It is anƟ cipated to expand over Ɵ me, 
responding to ongoing waterfront development.  The 
square provides a great locaƟ on for future Fraser River 
celebraƟ ons.  It showcases the community of Mission’s 
riverfront and provides a focal point to reconnect 
residents and introduce visitors to the Fraser River. 

As a demonstraƟ on project, the Mission Waterfront 
Project illustrates the kind of ameniƟ es and features 
that Experience the Fraser aspires to, and is a physical 
expression of innovaƟ ve dyke planning and design with 
excepƟ onal recreaƟ onal benefi ts.

   to the waterfront walkway and square, and direct 
   access to the river where possible

CELEBRATION
• The square off ers a waterfront community 
   gathering space with benches and picnic tables 
   for families to enjoy
• Serves as a place where people can come and 
   watch the river rise and fall

RIVERFRONT COMMUNITY
• Marks the beginning of Mission’s waterfront
   revitalizaƟ on and is a catalyst for future exciƟ ng 
   opportuniƟ es supporƟ ng community enjoyment, 
   recreaƟ on, educaƟ on, and for fostering a sense of 
   community and place

PUBLIC ART
• Home to unique First NaƟ on’s public art 
   represenƟ ng the largest sturgeon caught in 
   this locaƟ on.  Behold the life-size (14 feet) cedar 
   sturgeon carving
• Five banners hang on light poles represenƟ ng 
   the important roles of the Fraser River plays for 
   residents of this area from fi shing to lumber 
   milling to life on the river
